· All items are offered “as is” with no seller’s warranty.
· Any incorporated municipality within Gila County has the opportunity to purchase any item that will be placed on the auction website prior to the beginning date of the auction. The price for the item will be the minimum or reserve for said item.
On May 16, 2014, the second quarter auction was concluded with a total of 43 vehicles sold. Net proceeds of the auction were $46,929.99.  There were five vehicles advertised in that auction that did not sell, and those have been added to the September 8, 2014, auction.
