Russell Gulch Landfill to Honor Earth Day with Free “Green” Day

To commemorate Earth Day 2015, the Gila County Board of Supervisors is pleased to announce that the Russell Gulch Landfill will accept greenwaste at no charge on Saturday, April 18th.  Residents are encouraged to clear their property of weeds and brush to create defensible spaces in preparation for wildfire season. Greenwaste includes trees limbs, brush, grass clippings and leaves.

Gila County and the City of Globe have partnered to place recycling bins at three locations throughout the community: (1) on Broad Street across from the VFW; (2) the vacant area by Fry’s Food Store; and, (3) the overflow parking area by the Courthouse.  The green bin is designated for recyclable beverage containers and the blue bin is designated for paper.

Recyclable beverage containers include aluminum cans and plastic beverage bottles such as rinsed milk jugs and juice, soda, sport drink and water bottles with lids removed. 

Recyclable paper includes: cardboard, newspaper, office paper, magazines, catalogs and junk mail. Paper recycling bins are also located at Roosevelt Lake Estates, the Hayden Town Hall and the Winkelman school complex. For residents in the San Carlos area, a recycling bin is located at the Mt. Turnbull Sanitation Yard.  To date, 4,711 tons of paper has been hauled from the local area to Vista Paper Recycling in Scottsdale.  

Other recyclables which may be discarded at the landfill include:
· Electronics, such as computers, printers and monitors
· Hazardous waste such as motor oil and car batteries
· Tires [Note:  all residents can discard five tires per year -- with rims removed -- at no charge and for $2.00 per tire after the first five.]

For every year that Gila County’s engages in recycling of metal, paper, plastic, and tires and diverts hazardous materials such as oil, batteries and electronics from the landfills, an additional month is added to the life of our landfills.
