Online Food Handler Card Information Sheet


Who should have a food handler card?

All working in the booth who are involved in the preparation, handling, or service of food (including those who may only be washing utensils and dishware), must have a valid food handler’s card. 

Do you accept food handler card from other counties in Arizona?

Yes, as long as the test meets the American Society for Testing and Materials Standard 8 E2659-09. The online test given by Gila County meets this standard. Food handler cards that are county specific and do not meet the standard is not valid for Gila County.

How do I access the course and exam?

How much does it cost?

	The course and exam costs $20.00.

What do I do once I pass the exam?
