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WHAT TO EXPECT DURING AN INSPECTION




[bookmark: _GoBack]Inspectors are trained to:

· Introduce themselves to the facility manager, owner, or representative upon entering for inspection.
· Present their County-issued photo identification card.
· Document on official forms the facility’s compliance and discuss any findings and corrective actions.
· If immediate action is required, the inspector will document the exact action be taken while on site using official Gila County Division of Health & Emergency Services forms. When the corrective action has been completed, that will be notated as well.
· A majority of inspections are conducted without advance notice; however, occassionally a follow-up insepction may need to be prearranged.
