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1. Called to order; Chairman Don Ascoli called the meeting to order at 10:15 am.  Chairman Don Ascoli stated that Commissioner Travis Williams would be approximately fifteen minutes late and the commission would be waiting for him before beginning.
2. Pledge of Allegiance:  Lead by Chairman Don Ascoli
3. Roll Call:  Chairman-Don Ascoli (present)
Vice Chairman-Lori Brown (absent)
Members present: Mickie Nye, Jack Larimore, Travis Williams, Jay Spehar, Randy Slapnicka (via video conference from Payson)
     Staff Present: Community Development Director, Robert Gould, Angela Parker, Beverly Valenzuela and Supervisor Mike Pastor.
4.  Review and Approval of Planning and Zoning Minutes for February 15, 2012
     Motion to approve the minutes made by Commissioner Jay Spehar and seconded by Commissioner Mickie Nye.  Minutes were unanimously approved.  

5. Director/Commission Communication-no comments.
6. Discussion regarding Lakeview Mobile Home Park:  Lakeview Mobile Home Park is located in Roosevelt, AZ and is leased from the Forest Service.  If the Forest Service does not renew the lease it will force 160 mobile homes to relocate.
Chairman Don Ascoli welcomed the residents for attending and stated that the purpose of this is to discuss and gather input of what is going on and stated that the commission and the Board of Supervisors had adopted the Land Use Resource Policy Plan and read I. Gila County Policy Statement on LURPP Purpose and Intent:  
1. The policy of Gila County is to exercise its lawful right and duty to require coordination with all Federal and State agencies and to adopt a LURPP that sets forth Gila County Policy Statements regarding federally managed land and resource planning, management and decision making processes that may affect the residents, lands and resources situated in Gila County, Arizona.  Federal and State laws require that all Federal and State agencies coordinate their planning and decision making processes and activities with Gila County.  The LURPP complies with the requirements of the 2010 State of Arizona SB/HB 1398 as it relates to Federal and State management of land and resources, and it is consistent with the County’s culture, customs, traditions, and economic heritage.

2. Gila County hereby provides notice to all Federal and State agencies that Gila County hereby exercises its legal right and duty to demand and require that said Federal and State agencies coordinate with Gila County as is required by law for all activities related in any manner whatsoever to the management of land, air, water, wildlife or other natural resources including, but not limited to, land and resource management, planning and decision making processes that may affect land or resources situated in Gila County.
Chairman Don Ascoli stated that some of the homes are pre-1976 and cannot be moved to another location.  Chairman Ascoli stated that this item seemed to fall within the purview of the LURPP and the county should have had a place at the table.  He stated that this commission is a recommending body and cannot make decisions.  Chairman Ascoli stated that he would like the commission to consider recommendation to the Board of Supervisors that they appoint a LURPP coordinator.
Commissioner Mickie Nye stated for the record that he knew Mr. Dave Buckmaster and did not believe it would be a conflict of interest.

Commissioner Jay Spehar asked if the forest service had ever coordinated with Gila County on this issue; Director of Community Development, Robert Gould stated that he was not aware of any coordination but that he had met with Kelly Jardine and Mr. Buckmaster and two women from Phoenix.  Mr. Gould stated that he did not know if that would constitute coordination or not.   Mr. Gould stated that they had met to discuss whether or not the mobile home park could be transferred into private ownership and to discuss future land uses.  Director of Community Development Division, Bob Gould, stated that he believed this was not coordination; if it were coordination it would have been presented to the Board of Supervisors or the County Manager.
Commissioner Mickie Nye stated for the record that Kelly Jardine had been invited to this meeting was unavailable to meet.

Chairman Don Ascoli opened the meeting for public comment.

Dave Buckmaster, owner of Lakeview Mobile Home Park addressed the commission and stated that he felt the forest service, at one time, was searching for a way to keep it open but in January was told that the land exchange or purchase was not going to happen.  Mr. Buckmaster stated that they’ve been in contact with Representative Gosar, Supervisor Pastor and stated that they are still working on an agreement.  
Dave Buckmaster stated that they (Lakeview) pay $7,000 a month to Scottsdale Christian Academy.

Chairman Don Ascoli stated that there is a letter going out today to Chief Tidwell expressing the concerns and requesting reconsideration.  He stated he had been in contact with Senator Allen, Ann (inaudible), and (inaudible) Crandall.    
Mr. Buckmaster stated he needed help with: 1) effluent stream.  The effluent stream that now comes out of the wastewater plant is approximately 5-6 times cleaner than the lake water and it is discharged into the lake.  They have an EPA Variance that ends October 31, 2012 and after October 31st they cannot discharge that water into the lake after that.  They’ve been working with the Forest Service to sub-terrarium drip system for trees at the visitor’s center.  The average daily effluent is around 3,000 gallons a day but the wastewater plant is license for 45,000 gallons a day.  ADEQ requires they have 225,000 of storage. Hoping the county will be able to help push the wastewater effluent forward. 2) Obtain an extension for six to ten years 3) there are certain lot sizes that need to be met; some lots are smaller than required.  4) Electrical upgrading.  Would like to have the area behind the park made available for accommodations to residents while some residents are displaced during the upgrading.  
Director Bob Gould stated that Gila County has an MOU with the Forest Service and believes that the Forest Service is not exempt for non proprietary purposes.  

Commissioner Jay Spehar asked if the residents pay property taxes to Gila County.  Mr. Buckmaster stated they pay personal property taxes and improvements to the land.  Director Bob Gould stated that the total personal taxes are $12,177.16 a year.  Mr. Buckmaster stated that they pay $75 annual permit fee to the Forest Service for the wastewater plant and the effluent is rated A+.  
Community Development Director stated that he believed these were the issues Mr. Buckmaster was concerned with and needed help with:
1. Obtain a six to ten year lease 

2. ADEQ Permit for Wastewater system

3. Electrical upgrades 
4. Obtain more land from the forest service for wastewater and displaced homes during upgrades
Mr. Gould stated that he could assign Jake Garrett to help with the wastewater and Joe Mendoza can help with the electrical.

Commissioner Randy Slapnicka asked Mr. Buckmaster if they serviced other business to which Mr. Buckmaster replied they service ADOT, Sheriff’s substation and the marina.  Mr. Buckmaster stated that if their permit is pulled the marina will try to get a septic tank with leach fields.  

Unknown lady stated that the forest service hauls wastewater to a pond at a “work center”; ADEQ does not check that and asked why they did not check that.  Mr. Buckmaster stated that the “work center” is an evaporative pond.

Commissioner Jay Spehar requested that Community Development Director, Bob Gould, have the sanitation engineer inspect the forest service system and take whatever action is appropriate.  Bob Gould, Community Development Director stated that Gila County has a delegation agreement with ADEQ regarding code enforcement and will look into it and report back to the commission.

Linda Acres resides at Lakeview Mobile Home Park, is a spokesperson for the Lakeview Mobile Home Park  Association and stated that they had a letter writing campaign but stated that it went nowhere.  Ms. Acres stated that they would like to know the real reason they want to shut it down.  The cost to clean up to the tax payers will be enormous.  She stated that they are dedicated to the county and the local economy.  Ms. Acres stated that they are seeking public support to take to political officials and catch some attention.  
Jim Done resides in Tucson and has a mobile home in Lakeview.  He questioned why now, why close it, why not extend it?

Dave Buckmaster stated that there are 77 mobile homes that are pre-hud.  

Linda Acres stated that there are not enough locations for these homes to be moved to.

Commissioner Jay Spehar requested that any petitions be copied to the commission so that there is record of supporters.  

Mary Smith reside in (unaudible), stated that they’ve lived there for five years and were never told that they were buying there and shouldn’t and were planning to move here.  She stated that they support the grocery stores, marina, and local beauty shops.
Denise Burden resides in Eloy and are weekend residents at Lakeview Park and stated that as owners they have pride in ownership and shop locally.

Chairman Ascoli closed the public comment period.

Commissioner Jay Spehar moved to recommend that the Board of Supervisors appoint someone from Gila County to be their contact person or coordination person for state and federal agencies and that that be done on an ongoing basis for all issues that are pertinent to the LURPP; motion was seconded by Commissioner Jack Larimore and the motion was unanimously passed.
Chairman Don Ascoli called for a five minute break.  The Planning and Zoning Commission reconvened at 11:55 am.

7.  Discussion regarding the Travel Management Environmental Assessment-The action by the Tonto National Forest Service is a proposed system of roads, trails and areas that will be open to motor vehicle use (Motor Vehicle Use Map or MVUM).  In 2005, the Department of Agriculture enacted a new planning rule to manage motorized vehicle use on all national forests and grasslands.  The rule requires the Tonto National Forest to designate these roads, trail, and areas that are open to motor vehicle use.  The final rule will prohibit the use of motor vehicles off the designated system, as well as use of motor vehicles on routes and in areas that are not consistent with the designations.
Community Development Director Bob Gould introduced this item and stated that the county provided a letter to the forest service, dated January 24, 2012.  The letter expressed concerns with timelines for public comment, environmental assessment was not very clear regarding proposed roads, confusion on mileage and mapping designations, economic impact, expressed need for economic analysis in regard to Gila County, coordinating or cooperating agency status with Forest Service and stated he was not aware of any meeting regarding coordination efforts.  Bob Gould read Federal Regulation Title 36: Parks, Forests, and Public Property, Part 212-Travel Management: §212.53 Coordination with Federal, State, county, and other local governmental entities and tribal governments-The responsible official shall coordinate with appropriate Federal, State, county, and other local governmental entities and tribal governments when designation National Forest System roads, National Forest System trails, and areas on National Forest System lands pursuant to this subpart.  
After some discussion, Commissioner Jay Spehar motioned to recommend to the Board of Supervisors that no forest service roads in Gila County be closed until adequate coordination has occurred with the forest service on the issue of transportation within Gila County; and secondly that a coordinator be appointed by the Gila County Board of Supervisors to manage this issue and all other issues pertinent to the LURPP; motion was seconded by Commissioner Travis Williams and the motion unanimously passed.

8. Case #ZOA-11-03 Zoning Ordinance Amendment for General Unclassified (GU) Zoning District and the allowable uses within this district:  Discussion on how to proceed with an amendment to the ordinance or request the Gila County Board of Adjustment interpret GU Zoning and the allowable uses.

Director of Community Development, Bob Gould, stated that his interpretation on GU Zoning has been different than his predecessors; his interpretation is that RV Parks are allowed in GU Zoning whereas his predecessors made applicants rezone. There are no changes to GU zoning just interpretation and no action was taken on this item.

9. Discussion-Proposed Unified Development Code:  On October 11, 2011 the proposed changes were presented to the Gila County Board of Supervisors; discussion on how to proceed.  Item was tabled from the December 15, 2011 meeting and again at the January 19th, 2012 meeting.

Director of Community Development, Bob Gould, stated that are a lot of cleanup and he would like to do that, present them to the commission and then have a sixty day (60) public review process.  He continued by stating that he will be meeting with each supervisor individually to get their comments and would like to have the commission to take action at the March 15th meeting and have it posted on the website by March 19th.  
Commissioner Mickie Nye asked about the fee schedule that Bob Gould has been compiling; Bob Gould stated that he had just received the last of the required information and would be sending it out to the commission.  

10. Motion to adjourn made by Commissioner Mickie Nye and seconded by Commissioner Travis Williams; the meeting adjourned at 12:30 pm.
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
