Call to Order/Pledge of Allegiance
The Gila County Board of Adjustment meeting was called to order by Chairman Don Ascoli at 9:34 a.m.  The Pledge of Allegiance was lead by Don Ascoli.    
Board members present: Don Ascoli, Travis Williams (absent), Jack Larimore, Lori Brown and Ron McDaniel was erroneously listed as member and should have been Mary Lou Myers (staff does not have a mailing address for her at this time).  
Staff present:  Robert A. Gould, Community Development Director, Angela Parker, Planner in training and Beverly Valenzuela, Executive Administrative Assistant.

Review and Approval of Minutes for March 15, 2012:  Motion made by Jack Larimore and seconded by Lori Brown; minutes were unanimously approved as printed.

Director/Board Communications

Don Ascoli and Bob Gould, Director of Community Development discussed the fee of $150 for an appeal.  Bob Gould stated that he would research the number of appeals the county has had in the last few years, would contact other counties to if they charge and how much and would report back to the Planning and Zoning Commission.  He stated that he would do an amendment to the Zoning Ordinance to amend the fees.
Don Ascoli asked about advertising legal ads in the Payson Roundup.  Mr. Gould, Community Development Director stated that the county is only required to advertise in the newspaper of general circulation which right now is the AZ. Silver Belt.  He stated that in the future the legal ads would be published in the Payson Roundup if the application was in the Payson area or even Tonto Basin.  

INFORMATION/DISCUSSION/ACTION ITEMS

4.    V-12-02  Henry & Marilyn Salas:  Application for a variance requesting a 5’ front setback where a 20’ front setback is required, and a 5’ side setback where a 7’ setback is required for a garage.  Property is currently zoned R1; Gila County Tax Assessor’s Parcel 301-62-054 4559 N. Juniper Ln, Pine, AZ.

Community Development Director, Bob Gould stated that Angela Parker and he went out, viewed the property and discovered that due to the topography the Salas’ cannot place the garage in any other location.  He stated that this variance is strictly applicable.  He noted that last month the applicant stated that one of them is wheel chair bound.  
Don Ascoli, Chairman opened the meeting up for comments.  Applicant Marilyn Salas stated that they are so excited to build this garage.

No other comments, Lori Brown motioned to approve this application and Jack Larimore seconded the motion; motion unanimously passed.
