Site Work

This project site is located in a part of the Gila County Community Services Complex that contains
Women, Infant and Children’s (WIC) services. Contractor will be required to maintain access to the WIC

Preparation of Bid

Disqualification of Bidders
A bidder shall be considered disqualified for any of the following reasons:

(a) Submitting more than one bid proposal from the same partnership, firm, or corporation under the
same or different name.

(b) Evidence of collusion among bidders. Bidders participating in such collusion shall be disqualified
as bidders for any future work of the County until any such participating bidder has been
reinstated by the County as a qualified bidder.

(c) Failure to submit all the required official bid forms. All forms must contain original signatures.

Protests

Only other bidders submitting a bid proposal on this project have the right to protest. A protest of a
proposed award or of an award must be filed within ten (10) days after the bid award by the Gila County
Board of Supervisors and must be sent to the Board of Supervisors. A protest must be in writing and must
include:

(a) Name, address and telephone number of the protester.

Safety and Loss Control

Registered / Licensed
